The minutes of March 20th were approved.
Discussion ensued on the Faculty Survey Results. There were a large number of positive comments. But there were also some negative ones. Some key points that emerged:

· Even though everything is electronic, and high-tech, and essentially self-serve, faculty need facilitators / support staff / liaisons to take them through certain processes (in collecting materials for their coursework etc.)

· Digital vs. Paper: Across all departments, people want paper in addition to digital collections.
· People want to be able to access the library during more hours.

· Using the library as a meeting space, or having classrooms situated near the library was not much of an issue.

· Library of the 21st century: Informatics, more collaborative spaces / meeting rooms.
· The building will be designed in such a way so that a part of it can be kept open 24 hours a day, while securing other sections of the building. This open part can serve as a 24 hour study lounge for students.
· Certain investments were made in the current LRC building that may discourage completely rebuilding the entire building. Hence, renovation of the existing building is a more likely course of action.
· Students like the environment of studying at Starbucks – drinking their coffee, collaborating, etc. – but a problem with that place is that it’s hard to study etc. because someone could sit next to you and be scream into their cellphone, etc. So, some kind of zoning laws related to noise-levels, etc. in a potential study-lounge would be quite useful.
· ASNMU used to want longer library hours. Now a standing request is one for a 24 hour study lounge.
