The committee met nine times during the year, for approximately two hours each time and made 5 reports to the Academic Senate.

The following is an overview of the proposals approved by CUP.  (A detailed list of  proposals follows this  summary.)
· New Courses: Nineteen new courses were approved.
· Course Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 10 courses.  These included changes in course titles, course numbers, course prerequisites, number of credits for a course, and credit hour distribution.  

· Course Deletions: Seven course deletions were approved.
· New Programs: Two new programs were approved.
· Program Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 7 majors, 2 minors, 1 associate degree program and 1 diploma program.   
· Program Deletions: One program deletion was approved.
· Policy changes: Three policy changes were approved by CUP 
All proposals were subsequently approved by the Academic Senate and the VPAA.

The committee did not approve a proposal from CTAS to convert the Collision Repair Program from a diploma to a certificate program and a proposal from the Dept. of Nursing for a change in their RN to BSN program.  
There were several proposals under consideration at the end of this academic year that will be reintroduced to CUP in the next academic year (2004-2005).  These include: a proposal for a new course (MA 231), a proposal for revision of the Psychology Major-Graduate School Preparation Track, a proposal for bulletin changes for the Outdoor Recreational Leadership and Management Major, and a proposal for revision of the Applied Ethics Minor.  CUP approved a proposal for minor changes to the Marketing Major and Minor which will not be submitted to the Senate until the fall of 2004.

Art and Design Education Major: Make the following changes to the Art and Design Education Major: a.) add a new course: AD302 Art Education: Media and Media Methodology, b.) rename AD 248 to Introduction to Comprehensive Art Education, c.) increase the credits for AD 350 Curriculum Theory and Objectives in Art Education from 3 to 4, d.) reduce the number of credits in the Art and Design Electives from 20 to 16,  e.) Require AD 365 History of modern Craft and Design, f.) Increase the total number of credits for the Art and Design Education Major from 145 to 146. 
Secondary Education Earth Science Major:  remove two courses (GC 202 and GC 370) from the major requirements and replace them with GC 390 and GC 465.  

Secondary Education Earth Science Minor: change the required courses.

Athletic Training Program: Change requirements for the Athletic Training Program by a.) increasing the credits for ATR 241 Prevention and Care of Athletic Injury from 2 to 3,
b.)  increasing the credits from 2 to 4 for ATR 360 Therapeutic Exercise and Rehabilitation Techniques, c.) removing MGT 240 Organizational Behavior and Management as a cognate,
d.) moving HL 460 Human Disease Education  from the core to a cognate, e.) adding a new course: ATR 201 Pathology and Pharmacology for the Athletic Trainer, f.) changing course number of ATR 100 Introduction to Athletic Training to ATR 110, g.) eliminating the required “Special Elective” from the ATR program.
Diagnostic Genetics Major: Change the requirements for the Diagnostic Genetics Major by a.) requiring a microbiology course of the students’ choosing, b.) reducing the Clinical Laboratory Sciences (summer) Practicum from 8 weeks to 5 weeks, c.) requiring BI 312 Genetics instead of the option of BI 312 Genetics or BI 206 Human Genetics and moving it to the “Major” section, d.) moving BI 404 Virology and BI 405 Immunology to “Other Required Courses”, e.) deleting BI 426 Histology as a requirement in the curriculum, and f.) requiring either BI 404 Virology or BI 419 Biology of Cancer course as an “Other Required Course”.

Elementary Education –Science Major: change the title to “Integrated Science Major-Elementary Education” and modify the choices available for Physical Science electives and Earth/Space Science electives. 

Elementary Education- Science Minor: change the title to “Integrated Science Minor- Elementary Education” and modify the choices available for Physical Science Electives and Earth/Space Science Electives.

Secondary Education General Science Major: change the title to “Secondary Education Integrated Science Major” and revise the list of courses students may take based on their minor.

Cosmetology Diploma Program: Convert the Cosmetology Diploma Program to a Certificate Program, changing the course numbers for all cosmetology courses from the 000 to the 100 level.  

Hospitality Management Program: Make the following changes to the Hospitality Management Program. a.) change credit hour distribution for HM 225 Banquets and Catering from (3-0-2) to (1-0-6) b.) remove HM 001 Work Experience as a requirement for the Baccalaureate Hospitality Management Major c.)  remove HM 000 Work Experience as a requirement for the Associate Degree in Food Service Management, d.) reduce the credits for HM 111 Food Service Sanitation from 3 to 2.

POLICY CHANGES
College of Professional Studies
LPN Program: Change the academic standards for the LPN program by increasing the minimum grade from a C- to a C for both admission and retention in the program.  
Surgical Technology Program: Change the academic standards for the Surgical Technology Program by requiring students to obtain at least a “C” in all prerequisite and program courses.
Sociology: Change minimum grade acceptable for either the Sociology major or Sociology in Liberal Arts major from a C to a C-, and specify that this applies to both NMU and transfer courses.  
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
