The committee met 17 times during the year, for approximately two hours each time and made 12 reports to the Academic Senate.

The following is an overview of the proposals approved by CUP.  (A detailed list of proposals follows this summary.)
· New Courses: 69 new courses were approved.
· Course Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 114 courses. These included changes in course titles, course numbers, course prerequisites, number of credits for a course, and credit hour distribution.  

· Course Deletions: 38 course deletions were approved.
· New Programs: 3 new programs were approved.
· Program Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 17 majors, 17 minors, 4 associate degree programs, and 1 certification program.   
· Policy changes: 7 policy changes were approved by CUP.
The committee reviewed but did not approve: a proposal to create two new courses MGT 2XX Teamwork Class and MGT 4XX Supervision from the College of Business, a proposal from Modern Languages and Literatures to create a new French Language and International Commerce major, and a proposal from Biology to revise the secondary education biology minor.
All other proposals were subsequently approved by the Academic Senate and the Provost and VPAA with the exception of the College of Business proposal to create a new General Business major baccalaureate degree. 
Unfinished business that will be carried into the fall includes a proposal for a math graduation requirement, clinical lab sciences proposal for a new program and new courses, geography proposal for a new course, course revision, and GC graduation requirements.

POLICY CHANGES

Departments must notify CUP when they voluntarily suspend a program.  

Department of Clinical Laboratory Sciences: Revise number of credits allowed to transfer from the Surgical Technology Associate degree program to a Baccalaureate program from six to no restriction.
Department of Practical Nursing: Revise the number of credits allowed to transfer from the LPN certificate program to an Associate or Baccalaureate program from six to no restriction
Honors Program: Revise requirement for earning Division I credit.

Honors Program: Revise bulletin copy to state that students may earn only one honors designation on their academic transcript.
Modern Languages and Literatures/program policies: 1) Require at least 8 credits toward departmental majors (French, Secondary Education French, Spanish, and Secondary Education Spanish) be taken under the direct supervision of NMU faculty; 2) Require at least 4 credits toward Departmental minors (French, French Education, German, German Education, Spanish, and Spanish Education) be taken under the direct supervision of NMU faculty. 3) Require students take a departmentally administered exam and show proficiency at the “C” level or better before a corresponding course taken abroad meets the requirement of FR 400, GR 400 or SN 400.
