The committee met 14 times during the year, for approximately two hours each time and made 10 reports to the Academic Senate.

The following is an overview of the proposals approved by CUP.  (A detailed list of proposals follows this summary.)

· New Courses: 39 new courses were approved.

· Course Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 111 courses. These included changes in course titles, course numbers, course prerequisites, number of credits for a course, and credit hour distribution.  

· Course Deletions: 20 course deletions were approved.

· New Programs: 3 new programs were approved.

· Program Revisions: CUP approved revisions to 41 majors, 10 minors, 6 associate degree programs, 1 certification program, 13 concentrations, and 1 pre-professional program.

· Policy changes: 4 policy changes were approved by CUP.

The committee reviewed but did not approve: a proposal to add the Native American Studies minor to the General University Studies Associate of Applied Science degree, a proposal from the Political Science Department to create a new course PS 100The Political Science Experience and add it to the major. 

The following proposal has not been acted on by the Senate and/or Provost: Health, Physical Education, and Recreation Department prerequisite changes to PE 211 Dance Survey, PE 214 Team Sports, and PE 314 Individual and Dual Sports.
All other proposals were subsequently approved by the Academic Senate and the Provost and VPAA.
