a. Clickers – Tom Gillespie presented info on clickers. ITD wants to identify and implement a standard student response system (wireless communication system that allows students to respond to questions via personal electronic units, e.g. clickers) on campus.  Clickers tabulate, categorize, and project students’ responses. Two major systems under consideration: Turning Technologies and iClicker.  There are some open source systems, but they are web-based only and generally can’t tie results to specific students, or if they do, they lack other valuable features.  There are both web-based and hardware based clickers.  Gillespie and Smith demonstrated the features and capabilities of iClicker and Turning Technologies.  They are now looking for feedback from faculty.  Once ITD decides on the platform to go with, there will be samples to check out at the CITE.
