2. Reports and Announcements

a. Biggest issues of concern with NO NETWORK ACCESS:  

· Contingents are highly likely to see continued communication from students during this time, contend grades, etc.
· When multiple faculty are responsible for a course they need to be able contacted by each other to communicate grade issues, etc.
· Contingent faculty struggles with EduCat, this is a major problem with access to archived student reports and/or grades/content on the server so can’t check these resources to help support contended grades
· They have no access to request EduCat for their courses or update the content in EduCat and often start the semester without it – not an ideal situation for web only designed courses or a substantial amount of prep DURING the first week of classes.
· At the end of the semester there may be no access to tax information, pay stubs, medical benefits, etc.

c. Instructional Design and Technology –  workshops coming up, can be accessed: nmu.edu/ctl/workshops ; New EduCat version (designed to fit more on the screen) starting beginning May.
