· The Former Co-Chair (Katherine Teeter) and the Dean of the College of Graduate Studies, Research and Continuing Education held a workshop on September 29 devoted to NMU’s grant programs.

· The Former Co-Chair and another FGC member participated in the selection of the Excellence in Professional Development Award winners.
Fall 2009 Spooner Grants:  

Six applications were reviewed. The committee ranks undergraduate and graduate applications separately. Winter 2010 Reassigned Time Awards:

Approved Motions:

· The Faculty Grants committee devised a mechanism for assigning “preference” to probationary faculty in line with section 6.5.1.1 of the 2009-12 AAUP Master Agreement. The evaluation procedure will be made available on the Grants and Research website.

· The Faculty Grants committee is requesting that the maximum award in the Faculty Grants program be raised to $10,000. A similar proposal was brought to the senate in October 2006, but no action was taken.
