Pursuant to the memorandum of December 7, 2015, I am pleased to approve the following recommendations of the Academic Senate from its December 1, 2015 meeting.  
A. Admission and Academic Policies Committee (AAPC) report of December 1, 2015, recommending that the academic proficiency policy be changed to allow a period of Warning Probation (WP) for some students before being placed on Academic Probation (AP) and to bring into consistency all proficiency standards.  Being that the majority of these students are now advised by the Academic and Career Advisement Center (ACAC), they will be provided with additional opportunities to become better students (the ACAC works with students to improve their study skills and have reintroduced a study skills workshop series in coordination with Centralized Advising).
