Senate Actions of April 8, 2014
Pursuant to the memorandum of April 9, 2014 I am pleased to approve the following recommendations of the Academic Senate from its April 8, 2014 meeting.  
A. The Academic and Admissions Policies Committee (AAPC) report of April 8, 2014, recommending approval of the proposal from the AQIP Distance Delivery Action Project that requires students who register for an online course to complete a self-paced, online tutorial module, within the past five academic years, prior to accessing NMU’s Learning Management System.  (Rules were suspended and moved to a second reading).
B. The Committee on Elections and Committees (CEC) report of March 25, 2014, recommending assignments for Academic Senate standing committees beginning in fall 2014.
C. The Committee on Undergraduate Programs (CUP) report of March 25, 2014, recommending:

b. Add: Courses may be selected from Chemistry, Physics, and Mathematics. Courses must be selected from at least two of these areas.
