Driving VS Flying

 You may drive to a destination instead of flying, 
but your costs, including mileage, bridge 
tolls/fares, extra lodging, meals etc. cannot 
exceed the cost of the airfare

 Must provide documentation of the airfare 
quote roundtrip from Marquette to your 
destination. The Travel Comparison Worksheet 
is available on the website.

 Same applies when choosing to fly out of a 
different airport. If the cost is higher than flying 
from the local airport, you must pay the 
additional expense – this includes mileage

 ex: driving to Green Bay instead of flying 
out of Marquette



Example: When choosing to drive to Savannah, GA, the flight cost is $473. The employee 
will be reimbursed for $473 not the mileage reimbursement of $876.36 for 1308 miles.
