The establishment of a charge for equipment/furniture rental rate does NOT imply that the Northern Center is in the market to rent equipment on a regular basis.  It should be noted that equipment purchased with Northern Center funds is intended to support student programs, banquets, conferences, and other events held in the Northern Center.  In emergency situations when an NMU department is not able to secure an adequate supply of tables and/or chairs for a University event, and tables and/or chairs are not required in the Northern Center, the Director or Assistant Director of the Northern Center may authorize rental.  NMU policy precludes the Northern Center Operations staff from loaning or renting equipment to off-campus organizations or individuals.
